Outreach in dry season  

The months of December and January are 

known to be dry, hot and dusty. But this is 

not usually the case in the deep and dense 

Ituri forest. This is the season when the 

Pygmies move into the forest to search for 

different roots for food while concentrating 

on fishing in shallow rivers. This is an 

important social event where relatives 

meet at different rivers, and get to be 

informed. However, these movements are 

a bit restricted by the Ugandan Army who 

are still tracking the ADF rebels in the 

forest.  

The presence of the patrolling army in the forest makes the Pygmies move back and forth 

between the forest and the savannah. Despise this moment, there is always an opportunity to 

target a suitable moment to share the word at the hospital and in the Pygmy camps. This dry 

season, Robert and his team were able to share the gospel to 162 people at the hospital and to 

107 Pygmies in different camps; pray with 38 people and 2 people came to the Lord. We praise 

God for this harvest at dry season.

As we enter the transitional period to rain season, this year the storms are harsh and destructive. 

On 10th February, a strong wind tore down all the Pygmy shelters exposing them to harsh 

conditions. This is a very difficult time for especially women and children as climate change is 

coupled with unpredictable weather changes.

Unfortunately the tractor we 

hired broke down and the driver was sick. This being the only tractor in the region, it was not 

possible to use hoes before the second plowing.  This led to loss of all the seedlings that we had 

planned. It was only on 10th February the second plowing was done.

conditions are not good.
